MINUTES OF MEETING OF NSER ALUMNI AND FRIENDS
Monday, June 14, 2010

The Executive, Board and Committee members of NSER Alumni and Friends met at the home of
Terry and Wendy Matthews on Monday, June 14, 2010.

Call to Order
President, Terry Matthews, called the meeting to order at approximately 7:40 pm.

Approval of Agenda
The agenda was accepted as presented with two additions by the Treasurer: a)Fran Wilson
Stewart Scholarship and b) Carlee Carney memorial money.

Minutes of April 12, 2010

Villa pointed to the second bulleted notation under the Treasurer’s Report and added that her
calculation of $1600.00 as a disbursement quota surplus was inaccurate, and presented an up-to-
date standing. Although the Alumni had a shortfall of $2258.00 in 2009, the excesses from 2004
to 2008 ($9,336.00, $1504.00, $1837.00, $76.00, and $2412.00) will more than make up for this.
Villa’s report is on file.

It was moved by Ben Mullin and seconded by Dallas Stewart that the minutes, with the noted
change, be approved as circulated. Motion Carried

Treasurer’s Report dated June 14, 2010

The Treasurer’s Report indicated: Balance in Operating Account--$12,548.37; Value of
Investment Portfolio--$55,626.34 and Total Assets--568,174.71. A motion made by Villa Urquhart
and seconded by Helen Mullin accepted the Treasurer’s report as circulated. Motion Carried

Villa added the following information: The $7,336.58 invested in the National Bank will be
transferred to the Atlantic Baptist Foundation as per Sylvia Wilson’s request.

Business from Previous Minutes

1) The Frances Wilson Stewart Memorial Scholarship Fund, valued at $8,330.79 on May 5, 2010,
was transferred to Alumni and Friends on that date. Andy and Greg Stewart will contribute to
the fund in order to keep the award at $500.00. The paperwork involved with Revenue Canada
Agency regarding the revocation, transfer, etc has been initiated. Villa’s report is on file.

2) A notification was received from Revenue Canada Agency indicating Villa’s letter requesting a
change in the Alumni’s financial year was received.
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Correspondence

1) A letter from Jacob Tozer expressing his thanks for the financial award that assisted him in
participating in Encounter with Canada program was acknowledge.

2) A scholarship fund donation from Fay M. E. McAllister was received.

New Business

1) Donor Wall—seven new names are to be added.

2) Database—Terry reported: a) Wendy and Dianne have been working on this for some time,
and the records from the old system are current; b) the server is from Montreal c) software is
universal and d) to date, everything is working well.

3) Fundraiser 2010—Wendy Matthews joined the group for this part of the meeting and provided
a detailed tentative outline of how the Alumni Christmas House Tour 2010 would materialize.
Wendy’s outline is on file.

In addition: a) Wendy indicated that she had a definite “yes” and a strong “maybe” from two
homeowners who were asked to open their homes to the tour. b) It was decided funds would
be provided to the last homeowner to help offset the cost of refreshments. c) A gift or gift
certificate would be given to each participating homeowner. d) Tickets should be on sale by the
last of October. e) A storm date will be stated on the tickets.

Plans for an additional fundraiser will be discussed at a later meeting.

4. Website—Terry reported a) all graduates from the database are now on the Alumni site by
graduation year; b) the memorial page listing now comes directly from the Alumni database
system and is updated regularly.

5. Scholarship Applications—It was moved by Helen Mullin and seconded by Ben Mullin that the
scholarship application process be made available on line early next year. Motion Carried

6. Carlee Carney Scholarship-- The Carney family indicated their wish to have the donations made
to the Alumni in Carlee’s memory be used to establish a scholarship. It was moved by Dallas
Stewart and seconded by Ben Mullin that NSER Alumni and Friends make a commitment to
award a scholarship of $250.00 in memory of Carlee Carney starting in 2011 until the association
is dissolved. Motion Carried

The memorial money received will remain in the Operating Account.
